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GENERAL MANAGER’S REPORT

It has been good to see progress around the club in
September and | thank the MGC Staff team, and the
number of incredible volunteers for their massive
contributions to this success.

The new seating, living (but fake) green wall, new bar
leaner, and new light shades have all given the
Hokowhitu Café a refresh as we head into summer.
We did have some significant storm damage to the
shade blinds on the front deck and these are in the
process of being replaced.

The new cart shed really looks fantastic and opened
to 24 Cart Shed members in late September. Heath
and the team at Champion Building Solutions have
presented a very sound structure that's design and
colour ensures it fits very subtly into our golf
environment and provides a great service to those
that need to use a cart to continue to enjoy the
game. Over the next couple of months, planting will
commence along the golf side of the shed and there
will also be subtle signage placed on the shed to
reflect the local companies whose support made the
build possible.

The trundler storage area is mid-way through a
renovation to ensure increased capacity and design
to incorporate the growing width of new trundlers
and to make this a much more user-friendly facility. In
October, a similar security entrance system will be
installed that ensures safe and easy access for the
over 100 members who store clubs on site.

| am sorry to report that the Karearea (Falcon) eggs,
which were originally spotted at the base of the first
big tree on the right of the 1st hole, have been
lost. Falcons either lay their eggs into a small scrape
in the dirt on the ground or on small bluffs, so are
very susceptible to predators. This makes the
success of their breeding at MGC over the last 4-5
years even more remarkable. A quick google search
lists “cats, and hedgehogs as emerging as a problem
for ground nesting falcons. It is likely that stoats and
rats may do the same”. Charlie and Wilson (resident
falcons) are still active on the course and seem to be
based near the wood pile between the 17t and 3. If
any further updates are available, we will share these
with the membership.

We have had new additions to our Kitchen team, and
we are thrilled to welcome Sam and Twinkle, who

have both had an immediate positive contribution
to the team. It is with really mixed emotions that
we farewell Chef Tim from the kitchen team. | am
both gutted to lose Tim and so excited for him to
have an exciting new opportunity. Tim is such a
rock-solid member of the team — he has been with
us since the start of the Hokowhitu Café, and his
personality, willingness to do literally whatever the
team needs, and, most importantly, his amazing
culinary skills will really be missed. Tim is ready
for a change and wanted to work outside in a role
that involved one of his passions — gardening. We
are thrilled he has secured a role at a local
nursery as this is good for Tim’s health and good
for the club as Tim is keen to be on-call for big
events or when staffing is squeezed. He will
always be very welcome at any time in our MGC
Kitchen.

R&A

7.1 Ball Search: Finding and Identifying Ball

Here are a few rules from

the R&A

How to Fairly Search for Ball

7.1a/1 Examples of Actions Unlikely to Be Part
of a Fair Search

Examples of actions that are unlikely to be
considered reasonable as part of a fair search,
and will result in the general penalty if there is an
improvement to conditions affecting the stroke,
include:

. Taking an action to flatten areas of grass
beyond what is reasonably necessary to
walk through or search for the ball in the
area where the ball is thought to lie;

. Purposely removing any growing thing from the
ground; or

. Breaking a tree branch to allow easier access
to the ball when it could have been reached
without doing so.

How to Identify Ball
7.2/1 ldentifying Ball That Cannot Be Retrieved

If a player sees a ball in a tree or some other location
where they are unable to retrieve the ball, the player
may not assume that it is theirs but rather must
identify it in one of the ways provided in Rule 7.2.
This may be done even though the player is unable
to retrieve the ball, such as by:

. Using binoculars or a distance-measuring
device to see a mark that definitely identifies it
as the player's ball, or

. Determining that another player or spectator
saw the ball come to rest in that specific
location after the player's stroke.

Ball Accidentally Moved in Trying to Find or
Identify It

7.4/1 Estimating Original Spot on Which to Replace
Ball Moved During Search

When a player's ball is accidentally moved during a
search and its original spot where it must be
replaced must be estimated, the player should
consider all reasonably available evidence about
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MESSAGE FROM THE CLUB CAPTAIN

where the ball was located before it was moved.
For example, when estimating a ball's original spot,
the player should consider:

. How the ball was found (for example, whether
it was stepped on, kicked or moved with a
probing club or hand),

. If it was visible or not, and

. Its location relative to the ground and any
growing objects, such as whether it was lying
against or under the grass and how deep in
the grass it was located.

In replacing the ball, the player is not required to
replace loose impediments (such as leaves) that
may have been moved since loose impediments
are not part of the lie and, in many cases, it would
be nearly impossible to reconstruct the original
situation if loose impediments were required to be
replaced. For example, while searching for a ball
that is covered by leaves in a penalty area, the
player kicks the ball and moves the leaves that
were close to the ball. Although the ball must be
replaced on its original or estimated spot, the
leaves do not need to be put back in their original
position even when the ball would certainly have
been lying under the leaves.

Returning Of Scorecards — A Friendly Reminder

As the Club Captain of the Manawatu Golf Club,
one of my jobs is to monitor the entry of golf cards
by club members after playing a round of golf.

This is very important for the integrity of the scoring
system as well as the fairness of golfers when
playing competitions or matches.

There seems to have been some confusion in
regard to match play cards, with some members
believing they are not required to enter cards for
handicapping. This is incorrect. The handicapping
system requires that scores from all forms of
competition, including match play, must be entered
for handicapping purposes.

Please note, the full Match Committee Playing
Rules are on the noticeboard in the Cardroom. It is
very important that you familiarise them for your
future reference.

We are hoping to find a qualified greenkeeper.
Thank you to all of you volunteers for the endless
amount of time that you put into the club. We all
appreciate everything that you do. It helps us keep
our course in great shape. Good to see that things
are progressing along in the club, especially with
the new cart shed. We have seen many new carts
getting delivered day after day.

Over the past month, we have cored and verticut
our tees. This is to remove thatch and help with
water infiltration. Greens have had solid tines, been
verticut, and top-dressed. 11" bunkers have now
been completed. Trees to the left of the 7t fairway
have been planted and staked. We have started to
lift up the low-lying branches, and we still have
more to do.

In the month ahead, we start testing the irrigation,
core/dethatch the surrounds, install some more
drains, work on more bunkers, and, hopefully, find a
new staff member, as well as continue the usual
upkeep of the course.

Please continue to replace your divots and repair
your pitchmarks, watch where you are driving your
carts (remember no one past the red line please -
turn 90 degrees and into the rough). Another thing
being noticed is the number of balls some golfers are
hitting into a green or playing when they are by
themselves — remember, you are only allowed to
play two balls when out on the course. This can slow
others down or greenkeepers may have to wait
longer for you to finish.

On a positive note, from all of us greenkeepers,
enjoy your up-and-coming month ahead of (fingers
crossed warmer weather) golf, whether it be matches
or just a casual round with friends.
